1.  Purpose.  This instruction promulgates administrative and personnel requirements for tactical embarkation to another afloat platform in the conduct of operations of a short, non-permanent nature.

2.  Cancellation.  COMDESRON21INST 3120.5 is cancelled.

3.  Action.  The Flagship shall take action as indicated in this instruction and advise COMDESRON TWENTY-ONE of any factors affecting embarkation.  

4.  Flagship Responsibilities.  Provide operational and administrative support, as required, to Commander, Destroyer Squadron TWENTY-ONE for the duration of embarkation.  Reference (a) and enclosure (1) provides amplifying information on these requirements.

5.  COMDESRON TWENTY-ONE Responsibilities.  Commander, Destroyer Squadron TWENTY-ONE will:

    a.  Provide staff support and direction to ships assigned in support of assigned mission and objectives.

    b.  Maintain assigned units at the highest possible state of material readiness, crew training and combat effectiveness.

    c.  Oversee the safe, efficient, and effective operation of forces under tactical control.
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6.  Summary.  The organizational philosophy of COMDESRON 

TWENTY-ONE is one of mutual cooperation between flagship and staff personnel, resulting in working relationships that promote successful operations.  With regard to all embark requirements 

promulgated in enclosure (1), Commander, Destroyer Squadron TWENTY-ONE understands each ship has differing space and C4I 

infrastructure limitations and issues, thus all requirements

are up for discussion and compromise in order to promote the best

possible relationship and synergy between staff and flagship in the accomplishment of the assigned mission. 
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
